Let’s look at the circulation data for the past 12 fiscal years.  The data represents charges to patrons – graduate students, faculty, undergraduates, staff, and other groups with borrowing privileges.  Looking at our data, we maxed out in 2006.  Traditional circulation has declined for the past 5 years and is down 21% from our 2006 high.  We circulated nearly 100,000 fewer items in 2014 compared to 2006.

When you look at who is borrowing those materials – you get a good sense of who the heavy users are.  Graduate students and Faculty as a proportion have remained steady.  We’re observing a precipitous drop-off in undergraduate use.  And a significant growth in the generic ‘Other’ category.  Having examine that category more closely, I can tell you that the growth can be attributed to the increased circulation of our collection in resource sharing agreements.  We send our material out to partner institutions in Borrow Direct – where patrons at those institutions want material held by Yale.

We loan out more of Yale’s materials, and we’re borrowing more and more from other institutions.

Now we can see not only what is in the collection, but how it is used. 

The categories in red represent the subject areas that reported the highest usage frequency.  
Music and Fine Arts are two categories that don’t have a lot of titles (Music – 1,691 titles in Academic Complete; Fine Arts – 1,628).  They have small volume, but a greater percentage of those titles are accessed.
Medicine and Religion are two of the categories with a lot of titles (Religion – 12,079, Medicine – 9,278)
