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While much of my research is based on interviews and newspaper articles, the

Yale Banner and the Yale Alumni Magazine served as excellent supplementary resources.

The Yale Banner was a source for the clubs, organizations and activities that the Yale

undergraduates were involved in during their time at Yale. The Yale Alumni Magazine

was a source, which illustrated the debate among the alumni over Coffin’s participation

in the freedom ride and other liberal activities.

Through my research I found that Coffin truly was an iconic figure on the Yale

campus, and I find it disappointing that my Yale generation does not have a similar figure

to revere.
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
